Our short track practices are held at the Weibel Ave Arena in Saratoga
Springs, NY. Regular season practice is held on Tuesday (6-8 pm),
Wednesday (9-10:30 pm) and Thursday (6-8) evenings beginning in
October. (Practice times vary slightly during the season) Long track
practices are held in Lake Placid, NY from December thru February. The
speedskating season closes at the end of March. Organized summer off-ice
workouts are offered as well.
